Pathauto

8§ The Pathauto module automatically generates path aliases for various kinds of
content (nodes, categories, users) without requiring t he user to manually
specify the path alias.

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Related Nodes

§ When a given node is displayed, this module populates a si debar block with
links to other nodes that share its taxonomy terms.

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I Workflow

8 The workflow module allows the creation and assignment of arbitrary
workflows to Drupal node types. Workflows are made up of workflow states.
For example, a workflow with the states Draft, Review, and Published could
be assigned to the Story node type. Transitions between workflow states
can have actions assigned to them. In our example, we could assign an
action so that when the story moves from the Draft state to the Review
state an email is sent out. Another action could be assigned to the transition
from Review to Published so that the node's status is set to Published (and
becomes visible on your website).

| Workflow Fields

8 This module extends Workflow by allowing CCK node fields to be made
invisible or read-only depending on the current workflow state. The

I Workflow Named Transitions

8 Named transitions are an addon to the workflow module so specific
workflow transitions can have their own labels which the admin can
describe relative to the beginning and ending states. With named
transitions, the workflow state options can be state aware. Rather than
showing the user a workflow box containing options like "review required"
as a state in the workflow, it could say "move to the editing department for
grammar review". That means your workflow options can show text as an

action representing the flow of the workflow action as opposed to a state gg
name
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Workflow Owner

8 Workflow owner works in conjunction with workflow and opt ionally workflow-
ng so that admins can designate "Owners" of various sta tes for a given node.
[...] With workflow-ng, it can be used through token to cre ate complex
notification rules as a node moves in and out of an owned state.

Workflow Required Fields

8 The wf _required_fields module allows you to configure wh ich fields of a CCK
node are required, based on the workflow state of the node. Required fields are
marked on the node edit form. Also, transitions are obj ected (with a suitable
message) if required fields for the target state are mi ssing.

Workflow Wordfilter

8 The Workflow Wordfilter module enables users of both the workflow _ng and
wordfilter modules to combine the power of the two. Yo u will now be able to
use workflow actions on nodes and comments that have been s ubmitted with
words defined in the wordfilter filter list. General use will be to unpublish a
node or comment automatically when it is submitted with wor ds found in the
wordfilter list. This module also provides hook_workflow _wordfilter($op, $obj)
that will fire when a node or comment has been submitted wit h words found in
the wordfilter list. This will allow other modules to tap i nto this process. $op is
either 'node’ or ‘comment’ depending on the type of co ntent submitted and
$obj is either the node object or comment array submitted t hat was found to
have words in the filter list.

Workflow-ng

8 Workflow-ng allows one to customize drupal's built in wo rkflows in a very
flexible way.

In short, it's a rule-based event driven action evalua  tion system. 81
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Workspace

§ This is a module designed for users to have a central place to view
and manage their content.
